CAPTAIN-/ Ver.5 can be divided into 2 partitions with the following features:

Allocating User Codes to Partitions

4+ In a system without partitions but with double report, in the first
screen you program the first CMS 1.Ds (PSTN and radio). In the second
screen you program the 1.Ds for the second CMS (PSTN only)

4+ In a partitioned system, in the first screen you program 1.Ds for the
first CMS (PSTN and wireless). In the second screen you program 1.Ds
for the second CMS (PSTN and radio)

4+ In a partitioned system with double report, the 1.Ds are identical for
both CMSs

Connecting GSM-100

In ver.5 of CAPTAIN-/ it is possible to connect PIMA’s GSM-100 module.
Accordingly, the GSM-100 can:

4+ Function either as a back-up cellular communication to PSTN line or as
the only communicator (i.e. no PSTN connected)

4+ Use the radio account number for reporting (different from the PSTN’s
account number)

Delay opening/closing reports until 4 PSTN failures
Send Auto Test report in parallel to PSTN
Report all events in parallel to PSTN

Have its own Pre-number (e.g. the area code which is not usually
added to PSTN dialing)
